Strategies for Entering the Procurement Market of
African Governments and UN-Affiliated
Organizations

The African market has been known as a resource development market, but
recently, attention has been paid to its growth potential as a consumer
market, such as the implementation of Africa’'s largest scale free trade
agreement (AfCFTA). In addition, African governments are pushing ahead with
policies to foster manufacturing and public investment in infrastructure is
increasing, which is expected to stimulate the procurement market.
Meanwhile, the procurement market for UN-affiliated organizations has a size
of more than 20 trillion won per year, and it is relatively easy for new
companies to enter the market because it applies relatively fair and
transparent procedures. The procurement market for African government and
their UN-affiliated organizations is a market with very high potential in terms
of scale, and although it is difficult to enter initially, it is an attractive market
in that transparency and stability of transactions are secured if entering is
successful. Therefore, based on the analysis of the procurement market in

Africa, this study selects promising fields in which Gangwon State companies
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can enter each procurement market, and proposes strategies for entering the
procurement market and future policy directions.

The flow of research is organized as follows: In Chapter I, the outline of the
study, including the background and purpose of the study, was briefly
presented. In Chapter II, the government procurement market of three African
countries (Kenya, Uganda, and Nigeria) was analyzed, focusing on literature
research. In Chapter 1II, the procurement market of six UN-affiliated
organizations located in Africa was analyzed. In Chapter IV, based on the
analysis of Gangwon State's strategic industries (bio, medical devices, new
materials/components, ICT industry), promising items to enter the procurement
market of African governments and UN-affiliated organizations were selected.
In addition, promising Gangwon State companies to enter the procurement
market of African governments and UN-affiliated organizations were identified.
In Chapter V, success and failure cases of entering the African procurement
market were analyzed and implications were drawn. In Chapter VI, a strategy
for entering the African procurement market was presented based on the
previous analyses, and policies were suggested for this purpose.

As a result of the study, it was found that most of the procurement demand
items of Gangwon State's strategic industries and African governments and
UN-affiliated organizations matched, which is advantageous for Gangwon State
companies to enter. The first priority for promising items of entering is
biopharmaceuticals, biomedical devices, medicines, medical devices, in vitro
diagnostic devices, and precision device parts, etc. and the second priority is
biohealth functional food, transportation machinery parts (automobile engines
and parts, etc.), and ICT services. (communication, software and information
service).

This study suggested strategies for entering the procurement market of African
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governments and UN-affiliated organizations as follows: First of all, in the case
of the government procurement market, Gangwon State companies that lack
experience in entering Africa seem to have an advantage in indirect entry into
the procurement market by utilizing the local agency's distribution network,
performance, and human network rather than direct entry. There are two
routes to enter the procurement market of UN-affiliated organizations: direct
entry and indirect entry, both of which have potential. Direct entry will be
possible through @ direct bidding to international organizations and @ direct
bidding through the Korean government (KOICA, etc.) that has signed a
cooperation agreement with international organizations. Indirect entry will be
possible through @ bidding through domestic and foreign agencies, and @
bidding through the Korean government (KOICA, etc.), which contracts with
domestic and foreign agencies and has cooperation agreements with
UN-affiliated organizations.

Finally, this study suggested provincial-level policies to support entry into the
procurement market as follows: For bidding in the procurement markets of
African governments and UN-affiliated organizations, @ establishment and
provision of a bidding information DB, @ professional consulting support for
the procurement market, and ® holding of consultations sessions with related
parties and local agencies are required. In order to enter the African
government procurement market, @ it is necessary to establish a human
network through a training program for civil servants related to the African
government procurement market. In order to enter the procurement market of
the UN-affiliated organizations, @ provision of information related to
compliance with procurement item standards and support for obtaining
necessary certifications, @ ISO 20400 certification and ESG activity support

are requested for companies wishing to enter the procurement market of the

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UN-affiliated organizations.

This study is significant in that it derived procurement promising items and
suggested entry strategies through the analysis of the procurement market of
African governments and UN-affiliated organizations and the analysis of
strategic industries in Gangwon State. It is expected that it will be able to
pioneer new markets and contribute to the export expansion of Gangwon
State companies through policy making to enter the African procurement

market in the future.
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
